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The importance of biblical preaching is hard to overstate.  It pleases God 
to use the foolishness of preaching to save the world (1 Corinthians 1:21).  
Here are some vital truths about Biblical preaching.

Those who preach should preach as if God Himself were delivering the message (1 Peter 4:11).
Biblical preaching calls the world to repentance (Matthew 4:17; Acts 17:30).
The primary focus of preaching is the Word of God, not human opinion (Acts 8:4; 2 Timothy 4:2). Faithful preaching depends on confidence in the power of Scripture to change hearts 
	(Hebrews 4:12).
Preachers must be ready to preach at all times, in season and out of season (2 Timothy 4:2).
Biblical preaching includes correction, rebuke & encouragement in good balance (2 Timothy 4:2).
Sound doctrine produces spiritual health and maturity in those who hear and obey it 
	(2 Timothy 1:13; Titus 2:1).
Biblical preaching carries divine authority because it comes from God’s revealed will (Titus 2:15). True preaching does not exalt the preacher but points clearly to Jesus Christ (2 Corinthians 4:5).
The ultimate goal of preaching is to present people mature in Christ before God (Colossians 1:28).
Faithful preaching is driven more by conviction about Christ than human creativity or cleverness 
	(1 Corinthians 2:1).
The center of all biblical preaching is the person and work of Jesus Christ (1 Corinthians 2:2).
The effectiveness of preaching is not based on human impressiveness but on the Spirit and power 		of God (1 Corinthians 2:4–5).
Listeners are called to receive preaching not as human opinion but as the Word of God
	(1 Thessalonians 2:13).
Those who hear preaching should listen with a readiness to obey whatever God commands 		(Acts 10:33).
Biblical preaching must speak the truth in love - never separating conviction from compassion 
	(Ephesians 4:15).
Christ Himself gave preachers to the church to equip the saints for ministry (Ephesians 4:11–12).
Preachers must distinguish between biblical truth and personal opinions without binding 			consciences where God has not (Romans 14:1–23). 
God alone gives the increase - preachers are only servants who plant and water 
	(1 Corinthians 3:5–7).
Because preaching is God’s chosen instrument to save & strengthen His people, it must be 	handled with careful preparation & seriousness (1 Corinthians 1:21; 1 Timothy 4:13–15).
