4. To possess working knowledge of the Bible will arm one for the welfare of life.  “And take 	the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God.” 	(Ephesians 6:17)
5. Having a good knowledge of the word of God, “furnishes the man of God to every good 	work.” (2 Timothy 3:13-17)  The word of God can be used from the cradle to the grave 	to solve the problems we encounter in this life.  
6. With the knowledge of God’s word, we are able to be a comforter and help to those who are 	discouraged or in distress.  “Comfort one another with these words.”  (1 Thessalonians 	4:18)
